Moments after we were set up, a car pulled up, and I approached it. A man from California was visiting for about a week and wanted 

a Bible. By God’s grace, he not only got a Bible, but he also got Jesus in his heart. While I was witnessing to him, I saw two other 

cars lined up behind him. I couldn’t believe it! Cars kept coming in left and right, including a man on a forklift from a nearby store.
