We exchanged numbers so I could reach out later to share the Gospel with him since he was unsure of going to Heaven. We left the 
town thankful for the 15 Bibles that were given out and for the one who got saved. Later that night, I received a voice message from a 
man named Gary. He was driving by in his semi-truck when he saw two of our ladies holding up signs advertising free Bibles. He got a 
Bible and went on his way. After leaving the site, he pulled over, read the tract, and accepted Christ along the side of the road. Praise

A week later, we went to Minneola, Kansas, and were rained on all afternoon. Nevertheless, we were able to give away 14 Bibles, and a 
lady named Jessica received Christ as her Saviour.
